A cube as an element produces both the reference to the factory’s 
former product – sugar – and to the data bit from the digital age. Glass 
boxes with walls, ceilings and floors made of coloured glass, in which 
the library users find space to read, make copies and surf, are set in 
blocks at various locations. This brings together “above” and “below”. 

A kocka, mint alapelem utalás a hely korábbi termékére, a 
kockacukorra és az információs egységre, korunk produktumára is. A 
látogatók a színes üvegekből kialakított változatos üvegterekben 
olvashatnak, kutathatnak, másolhatnak, szörfölhetnek az interneten. A 
térkialakítás összekapcsolja a magasságot a mélységgel. 



A dokumentumokat 6 szinten „lebegő” polcokon helyezték el. A 
könyvek nyitják meg vagy zárják el a fény útját a belső térben. Ha sok 
könyv van kölcsönzésben világosabb, míg ha kevés könyv van kint 
sötétebb a könyvtár. 

„The media are arranged around an air space over 6 floors.  
The books open and close the air space to external light. If many 
books have been borrowed the foyer is flooded by light. If the 
shelves are full the light falls through the gaps between the 
books.„ 





The rooms can be viewed and are open – the visitor moves 
freely like in cyberspace. The framework box is linked to the 
“torre” – media tower – by bridges.

The special interior design and innovative furniture creates 
clearly arranged rooms which are not dominated by book 
shelves – instead they form the framework for subject-led areas 
and permit generous rooms to be created that provide flexible 
uses.
